Parking: 

Civic Center Parkade (red star) is located above ground in the block bounded by 
William and James Avenues and Princess and King Streets. You enter this parkade 
from Princess Street – a one-way street going south; it’s a left hand turn into the 
parkade.  The daily maximum is $12.00. 
 
There is also a smaller unsecured parking lot (green star) just north of the campus on 

the corner of Elgin Avenue and Princess Street.  The daily maximum is $9.00. There are 

several other parking lots (blue stars) with an average daily maximum of $8.00.
